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Latter Days 
You get to step off of the treadmill and embark on weaving 
the remaining days into something of purpose.  That brings 
me back to Dave and my days of learning to be a Sidekick.  
I was blessed to retire in 2002, but I had been practicing 
retirement since I crossed paths with Dave in 1997.  One 
day I was on the golf course close to my home, and I was 
doing some of my favorite activities - fishing in the water 
hazards (the sign says no fishing and no swimming, so I 
was half right) and retrieving golf balls out of the same 
hazards.  Dave was walking and playing the hole along the 
hazard I was searching. He proceeded to hit his drive into 
the hazard.  The hazard was immediately named Lake 
Dave, and it remains so to this day.  I retrieved his ball and 
started to give it to him when I  realized it was a range ball!  
Now humility can be overdone by playing a range ball, so I 
gave him a bag of nearly new balls that I had retrieved 
earlier. Through this act of giving, I became the Sidekick.  

Petting a Bear Days 
While in Alaska on a fishing trip, Dave and I (along with 
four church buds) encountered a Grizzly swimming across 
a stretch of water.  We were in our 30-foot charter with a 
captain and one crew member.  Immediately, Dave shouts 
out that he wants to "pet the bear.”  Rest assured that none 
of the other men had an inclination to get anywhere close 
to that bear!  I was reminded of how different Dave can be.  
It’s part of his charm and makes him demonstrably unique.

Something to Care For Days
As folks migrate into their latter days, it’s important to 
focus on relationships and to find something to care for.  I 
would suggest Grace as an ideal ministry for you to “care 
for.”  As Dave has often said, we are thankful to you all for 
graciously investing in this important kingdom work.  

I’ll leave you with the powerful words of the apostle Paul, “Tell 
those who are rich in this world not to be proud and not to 
trust in their money, which will soon be gone. But their trust 
should be in the living God, who richly gives us all we need for 
our enjoyment. Tell them to use their money to do good. They 
should be rich in good works and should give generously to 
those in need, always being ready to share with others 
whatever God has given them. By doing this they will be 
storing up their treasure as a good foundation for the future 
so that they may take hold of real life.” (1 Timothy 6:17-19, 
NLT). I’d say that’s something worth caring for, no matter 
what season of life you find yourself in.

My pastor at that time was a fine 
fellow named Brother Mac (retired police officer before the 
pulpit called), who could spot young, misbehaving people even 
if they were sitting in the back of the church.  I also observed 
that my Dad didn't like that form of recognition, so I decided 
since I had two ears and just one mouth that I would listen 
more and talk less.  In way of suggestion, I would offer that 
society would greatly benefit from honoring the God-given 
ratio of ears to mouths.  

Formative Days
During my teenage years, I learned to be a nerd.  Books were 
my friends. Blessed and challenged with being 6’5” at 13, I 
learned to be patient and to ignore the many barbs from 
classmates.  I fielded many inquiries about the weather "up 
there." During the rest of my school days, I perfected my 
God-given nerd talents and headed off to Rice University in 
1963.

Q & A with GRACE Seminary Professor: Chris Moody, Ph.D.

Q: Tell us a little about your family and ministry.
