· Encourage youth to be involved in ministry and help prepare them for their ministry   
· Plan, organize and oversee youth events 
· Collaborate and coordinate with Student Pastor with regards to churchwide events (i.e. camps, mission trips, etc.)
· Identify, enlist, train and work with youth workers 
· Prepare quarterly lesson plans  
· Organize and implement any fundraising activities that may be needed
· Submit information to the church’s project manager for youth related activities for the website, promo material, and related material
